Casual dining amongst hexagons
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A contrast of antiseptic white and warm
wood

A short distance away from the congestion of
downtown Hong Kong, this restaurant is an
attractive dining space composed of hexagon
shapes.

The walnut material offsets the white colors,
emanating a clean and natural atmosphere. The
design takes cues from the large, six-sided
column near the entrance, and replicates this
geometric form throughout the café space. The
hexagonal shapes began as a 2D concept and
expanded to be included in the 3D interior space

via various methods. The clean and stark white
Corian reception counter is the beginning of the
interior experience; the sculptural hexagonal
counter, the floor pattern, and the custom-made
tables and chairs all share the subtle design
concept.

Following the six-sided patterns, patrons find
themselves in the booth seating area. The most
eye-catching part of the restaurant is the
paneled, walnut woodwork wall that creates a
type of illusion: three layers of staggered panels
that depict a unique visual effect of hexagons in
the spotlight.

At the end of the aisle is the food counter, and
the smooth, hexagon-shaped Corian counter is
visible even from a distance. Behind the
reception counter, the six-sided column is
draped in mirrors which reflect and multiply the
various hexagons embedded in the space and
amplify the unique effect. (Yasuhiko Taguchi)
